2. Context
The qual detail page at rtopacks.com.au/qual/[code]/ is the primary product surface. B-DETAIL-06 implemented mobile responsive layout — single column, description collapse, 2×2 gauges, horizontal tab scroll. This brief fixes what the live audit (20 March 2026) found broken on mobile and desktop.

Audit conducted via Chrome DevTools iPhone 14 Pro Max emulation (430×932) and desktop (1354×908). Video pipeline (B-VIDEO-01 Transport & Logistics) is now live — videos serving correctly from media.rtopacks.com.au. This brief does not touch the video layer.

3. Bugs Found — Live Audit (20 March 2026)
BUG-01 (CRITICAL — Mobile): Units block inline in content flow
On mobile, the Qualification Units panel (Core + Elective list) which lives in the right column on desktop drops into the middle of the page content — between the description section and the tab row. This is wrong. The full units list with all unit codes and titles is expanded and visible, creating a massive wall of content before the user reaches the data tabs.

Fix: On mobile (< 768px), hide the inline units block entirely. The units are already accessible via the unit drawer (tapping a unit code in the HUD). A collapsed 'Units (5 core, 30 elective) ▸' toggle link at the bottom of Zone 1 is sufficient — tapping it opens the drawer. Do not render the full units list inline on mobile.
BUG-02 (HIGH — Desktop + Mobile): Zone 3 dead space
Large empty area below the Recon Signal bar and the Graduate outcomes / Market size / Profitability pill row. Nothing renders in this space. The zone flex fill chain is not working as intended — the HUD container has excess height that nothing is claiming.

Fix: Zone 3 (the area below the Recon Signal bar) should flex-fill to consume remaining viewport height, with the video visible through it. If there is no content to show in Zone 3 currently, apply a minimum height of 0 and let the video show through. Do not leave a dead black rectangle.
BUG-03 (MEDIUM — Desktop + Mobile): Description text full width
The 'What this qualification delivers' description text runs the full content width with no max-width constraint. Per B-DETAIL-04, Zone 2 text should have max-width: 820px. This appears to have been lost in the B-DETAIL-06 layout restructure where Zone 2 was absorbed into Zone 1.

Fix: Ensure the description paragraph and Job Roles text have max-width: 820px applied. The section heading ('WHAT THIS QUALIFICATION DELIVERS') and the Plain English / Training package toggle buttons should remain full width.
BUG-04 (MEDIUM — Mobile): Tab labels truncated
'Further study' tab label is truncated to 'Further st...' on iPhone 14 Pro Max width. The horizontal scroll is working but the truncation suggests overflow:hidden is being applied somewhere on the tab label text.

Fix: Ensure tab labels use white-space: nowrap and overflow: visible within the scrollable tab container. The scroll indicator (fade gradient on right edge) should remain.
BUG-05 (LOW — Mobile): RECON label area appears empty
The 'RECON ↓' V-notch label area above the Recon Signal bar appears empty or very faint at mobile width. The chevron shape renders but the label text is not clearly visible.

Fix: Verify the RECON label renders at mobile width. If it is being hidden by a media query or opacity rule, restore it.

4. Design Rules — Carry Forward
1. HONEST INSTRUMENT RULE: if it doesn't earn its place on the HUD it doesn't ship
1. PREFERS-REDUCED-MOTION: all animations must respect this media query
1. Mobile and desktop develop in parallel — no mobile-only hacks that break desktop
1. The HUD is an instrument panel, not a webpage — dense, intentional, no sprawl
1. Beauty is load-bearing — the design respects the weight of what it's showing
1. Video layer is untouchable in this brief — do not modify VideoDissolve component
1. VNDA attribution must remain visible on every Recon Panel view

5. Implementation Notes
Mobile units hide pattern
The units panel is rendered server-side from the qual-detail API response. On mobile it should be conditionally hidden via CSS only — do not remove it from the DOM as it may be needed for SEO. Use a CSS class toggled at the 768px breakpoint:
@media (max-width: 767px) { .qual-units-panel { display: none; } }
Add a collapsed toggle link in Zone 1 mobile view that opens the unit drawer on tap. The drawer already exists from B-DETAIL-05 — wire the toggle to the existing drawer open handler.

Zone 3 fix
Zone 3 is the area below the Recon Signal bar. Check the flex chain on .tc (tab container) and .td (zone 3 fill div). The fix from B-DETAIL-05 set display:flex and flex:1 on these elements. Verify these are still present after B-DETAIL-06's layout restructure — the Zone 2 absorption may have disrupted the chain.

Description max-width
Target the description paragraph wrapper inside Zone 1 left column. The max-width:820px should be on the text content wrapper, not the column itself. The column can remain full width.

6. Confirmation
Deploy to rtopacks.com.au. Confirm with screenshot evidence on:
1. iPhone 14 Pro Max emulation (430×932) — units hidden, no dead zone, description constrained, tabs not truncated
1. Desktop (1440px+) — description max-width working, Zone 3 resolved, all gauges and Recon Signal intact
1. Verify video still plays on TLI41222 after deploy — do not break the video layer

Once confirmed deployed, Pace will conduct a final Chrome audit before signing off B-DETAIL-07.
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
